An introduction to elements of Indian classical music, such as ragq, talq,
gharanas (schools), and styles. Vocal and instrumental masterpieces are
studied. Topics include the roles of stringed/percussion instruments, the
intimate relationship between music and religion and music and ethnicity,
and the influence of Indian classical music on contemporary art forms such
as films and other forms of music. No prior musical training is required.

Basic elements of Indian classical music, such as regional traditions
(Carnatic/Hindustani); classical styles such as Dhrupad, Khayal, and Thumri;
rapport between performer and audience studied through vocal and
instrumental performances. Students will learn to listen critically to multiple
combinations of musical notes for pitch perception, which will help them in
identifying major ragas and appreciating the nuances and innovations of ‘
great musical maestros.
